MASTER’S DEGREE IN CATHOLIC THEOLOGY 
1. Fulfill requirements and apply for DRE (Director of Religious Education) Certification with 

skills requirements in RCIA.  
 
 
MASTER’S DEGREE WITH NO THEOLOGY COURSES  
1. Complete 24 semester or 36 quarter hours graduate credits in Catholic Theology.   
 
2. Fulfill requirements and apply for DRE (Director of Religious Education) Certification with
