The Foundations of Leadership course is the 
heart of the Office of Youth & Young Adult Min-
istry’s training program, the Certificate Program 
for Professional Youth Ministry Leaders.  
 
The course is designed for those who bear  
responsibility for directing/coordinating a faith 
community’s comprehensive youth ministry as 
part-time or full-time professional, staff-level 
youth ministers. This comprehensive 15-session 
course is offered in collaboration with the     
University of Dayton.  
 
All are welcome to take the course:  youth min-
isters, and those who want to become youth 
ministers; catechetical leaders and pastoral 
ministers responsible for coordinating youth 
ministry; and participants in the Certificate   
Program for Professional Youth Ministry      
Leaders.
